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Rosser receives $25,000 for |mproved rail safety

The RM of Rosser has re-
ceived a $25,000 grant from
the Federal Rail afety Im-
provement Fund.

Reeve Frances Smee along
with CAO Larry Wandowich at-
tended the announcement, on
July 13 at the CN Intermodal
Terminal on Plessis Road, by
the Minister of Transport, 'the
Honourable Omar Alghabra.

The RM will close the
Klimpke Road rail crossing for
safety reasons. The area, on
the southern edge of the Inks-
brook Development, is con-
gested and has the potential
to have even more traffic in
the future.

The RM will open Selkirk
Avenue at Sturgeon Road to

allow farmers to access their
fields. The access will be
?ated and only the affected

armers and Manitoba Hydro
will have access to Selkirk Av-
enue.

The RM will use the grant
money to improve Selkirk Av-
enue, which has been closed
for several years. Access on
the east end of Selkirk Ave-
nue will be available only to
emergency vehicles.

In total, Minister Alghabra
announced the Government
of Canada is providing over
$700,000 to fund 10 projects
in Manitoba under the Rail
Safety Improvement Pro-
gram.

After 2 years of non-activ-
ity due to Covid-19, the Her-
itage Site has been a very
busy place this summer.

Between May 8 and Au-
gust 1, there were 20 sched-
uled tri,os by the Prairie Dog
Central as well as 5 private
charters. Of the 20 trains,
all but 1 was sold out (280
+ passengers) completely,
meaning over 5000 visitors
to our site already this year.

Steady progress is being
made on our major project

- a permanent washroom/
canteen building. Everyone,
volunteers and visitors will
appreciate the comfort and
convenience that it will pro-
vide when fully operational.

The plans for the develop-
ment of a natural pIaY]ground
are evolving. We hope to
begin work on this later this
summer. The playground is
being dedicated to the mem-
ory of Jim Harris, who was
our organization’s first pres-
ident, and most active and
involved volunteer.

We continue to make im-
provements to the appear-
ance at our site. We now
have 4 memory trees and 32
memory flowerpots and gar-
dens being maintained b
community members. In ad-
dition, 6 trees were planted
this summer, which will pro-
vide improved shade areas
in the future.

CentrePort
At-A-Glance

About 12,000 of the
20,000 acres of land
that are CentrePort are
located in Rosser.

As of 2021, approx-
imatelg 1,150 acres
have been fully devel-
oped within the Rosser
CentrePort lands. A fur-
ther 600 acres of land
will be ready for devel-
opment when the Cen-
trePort Rail Park breaks
ground next month.

CentrePort is cur-
rently one of the lead-
ing economic drivers in
Manitoba.

60% of the econom-
ic growth enjoyed in
Rosser is due to in-
creased assessment in
CentrePort.

In 2006, Rosser’s
assessment stood at
approx. $230Muillion.
Today our assessment
has passed the $1Bil-
lion mark.

The general at large
mill rate in 2010 was
10.08. Aruralareahome
valued at $300,000
would have paid $1,361
in municipal taxes.

The general at large
mill rate in 2022 is 5.83.
The same rural home
worth $300,000 would
pay $787 in municipal
taxes.
